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SEN. CORZINE:  Hi, folks.  Where do you buy stock in MoveOn.org, we've got to go.

Welcome to all of you who want to take back America, I do, too.  We're going to do it, right now, this year, and today, we're in that process.  And I can't begin to tell you how exciting it is to be here with all of you.  We couldn't be meeting under better circumstances with regard to this Campaign for America's Future.  People are fired up, and we're ready to go.  We could not be meeting under better circumstances for my party, and your party, I hope, the Democratic Party, the Democratic Wing of the Democratic Party.  And we couldn't be meeting under better circumstances in all fairness to take back the presidency, the U.S. Senate, and I even think we can take back the House of Representatives, if we put our shoulder to it.  For myself, my kids, my grandkids, your kids and grandkids, I thank you all for your passion and caring about these issues.  This is where it's at.

And we also owe a great debt of gratitude to Bob, Roger, and Ellen, and all the people at Campaign for America's Future, because they're making a difference for all of us.  I want you to know, I'm a proud progressive, and I'm going to tell you this, I'm a proud liberal who believes that America's Dream belongs to everyone.  I was here last night, so I kind of picked up on the party line, it belongs to everyone, not just Buddy, not just for George and friends, but for every American, young and old, rich and poor, black and brown and white, Muslim, Christian or Jew, it belongs to all of us.

You've heard from many and most of us responsible leading this debate about making America everything it should be, making it that open society that we've all dreamed about, and that we're proud of, and I'm proud of them for all of the fight, you've had a great, great group of people here.

But no one deserves more commendation and respect with regard to that debate without his effort, without all of his work, the direction of America would not be in challenge today the way it is, and that's the person I will get a chance to introduce to you, Howard Dean.

(Applause.)

But before I present him ‑‑ 

(Applause and musical break.)

If I could have your attention for about two minutes, I know you want to hear from me when the star is here, but we have one little task that I want to talk to all of you about, something that's on the top of my agenda, I hope it's right at the top of yours, and that's taking back the United States Senate.

(Applause.)

I hope you believe in your hearts it's something that can be done.  Let me just tell you, if we all went to the polls on Tuesday next, it would be 52/48, I know the numbers, and they're there, and we can make it happen.  We've got to make it happen 150 days from today.

(Applause.)

Why?  Because America knows, as Howard Dean taught us, we are on the wrong track.  We have to change direction in America, and we can make it happen if you all put your shoulder to it.  And, unfortunately, and this is the part that I want to make sure you understand -- unfortunately, fortunately, it doesn't really matter, many of the most important races, the break races that will make a difference in taking back the Senate aren't necessarily in those places where we're going to have the most competitive battleground states for the presidency.  Alaska, Oklahoma, maybe Colorado will be in play.  Illinois, South Carolina, North Carolina:  we need to win these states.  We're going to win these states, right?  We've got to make sure they happen.  And besides your financial aid, we need to make sure that all the passion that's in this room, and all the organizational skills, whether it's labor, or the issues that you fight for day-in and day-out, are put to work to make sure in all of these places we make sure Democrats are elected.  Call the DSCC, call up our Web site at www.dscc.org, and you will find out about it, we can make it happen if you help us make it happen.

Now, let me return to introducing an American hero, somebody that is a hero for all of us, Howard Dean.

(Applause.)

Governor Dean is the man who reshaped American politics, remarkable outreach tactics.  Good, you've got a few friends here, Howard.  Tell the truth strategy, and revolutionized American politics.  We know it, we are grateful, we could not be more proud of this individual.  He has given us hope, and he has given us inspiration.  He's a man of courage and conviction, he's a man who truly changed the world as we know it, and we are proud of him.

(Applause.)

And as Bob Kuttner so ably wrote:  Governor Dean gave a new generation of young people hope in this country's institutions.  He's fundamentally transformed the way we do politics, and he's re-energized the Democratic Party.  How true that is.  He's demonstrated there was a real hunger for a candidate who could speak truth to power, truth to power is how we will win this election.  Howard Dean is an American hero.  We are proud of him.  Let me now introduce Howard Dean.
